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It is the law in the Town of Wilson (Town 
Ordinance Chapter 62 ) to have your dog 
on a leash at all times when you are not 
on your private property. You must also 

clean up after your dog. The town office 

has received numerous calls of 
complaints from town residents who have 
seen unleashed dogs on the beach and 
have seen dog owners not cleaning up 

after their dogs . 

It is also important that residents are 
aware of the private property lines on 
the beach.  The Ordinary High Water 
Mark (OHWM) establishes the boundary 
between public and private land.  The 
waterfront landowner owns the land 
above the OHWM.  What does this 
OHWM mean to you as a citizen?  As 
long as you keep your feet wet, you 
may walk along the shore . You need 
not worry about the location of the 
OHWM as long as you stay in the 
water.  If you are not on a public beach, 
you may walk along the shoreline, but 
please be sure to stay in the water and 
respect the property owners along the 
lake.  (Wis. DNR PUBLWZ-008 96)

The Balzer Woods bow hunting season is 
fast approaching.  We will have a meeting to 
pick hunting weeks on August 25, 2010 at 
6:00 pm at the Town Office.  The Balzer 
Woods hunting season will correspond with 
the WI DNR Bow Hunting early season with 
permits available September 18, 2010 
through November 18, 2010 and November 
29, 2010 through January 9, 2011 .  All town 
residents and town landowners will be eligible 
for permits .  The rules will be available at this 
meeting. 

You will have to show PROOF OF 
RESIDENCE OR PROOF OF 
LANDOWNERSHIP IN THE TOWN OF 
WILSON.  You must also bring your 2010-
2011 bow hunting license with you to the 
meeting, as this will be used in the drawing 
process.  You may have a personal 
representative bring your documents for you 
if you canôt make the meeting.

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The Town of Wilson has a vast network of roadside ditches conveying stormwater  to the streams 
and eventually to Lake Michigan. Since 1994, we have been issued a Stormwater Discharge Permit 
through the WDNR  to control stormwater runoff  pollution in our ditches.  

A permit requirement is no illicit discharge connections in our ditches conveying non-stormwater 
discharge.  We are required to periodically inspect all of our ditches for illicit discharges.  During 
these inspections, we have noted that some residents have installed pipes discharging directly into 
the ditches from their houses. Other residents have placed gravel and small rock in the ditch 
bottom.  Finally, some residents have planted dense vegetation in the ditches. We need to keep 
these ditches clear of any direct pipe discharge and in a grassy condition saving the Town 

taxpayers money  !!  

 
Each pipe in the ditch that we observe, we need to 
confirm is not an illicit discharge connection with 
expensive testing. 

Maintaining the ditches in the grassy condition (with no 
rock) is saving the Town money on our permit in terms of 
removing mandated stormwater pollution amounts.  

Dense vegetation can back up the stormwater and cause 
localized flooding. 

 
These practices also violate our 
local Town Ordinances. Our 
local Town ordinance Section 34 
(Illicit Discharge Detection and 
Elimination) and 54 (Regulations 
on Use of Road Right of Way) 
prohibits any illicit discharge 
connections and placement of 
ñobstructionsò in the road 
right-of-way including rocks 
and decorative plantings over 6 
inches above the ditch grade. 

  

Please keep the stormwater
