CALL TO ORDER:
The Town of Wilson, 2010 Sanitary District No. 2 Meeting was called to order by President David Gartman at 12:51 p.m.  The clerk confirmed publication and posting were noticed in accordance with Wisconsin Statutes.

NEW BUSINESS:   
	1.  Discussion and review of Sanitary District #2 lines:
		a.  Televising- work to be at prevailing wages (minimum wage)
		b.  Johnson feels televising line is not the necessity but the manholes need to be inspected
		c.  Johnson has concerns as to what Aldrich Chemical has flowing into lines and feels someone
		should inspect lines and that they are flowing ordinance which prevents discharging any harmful
		items into the lines and if so, they would be responsible for all repair costs
		d.   Gartman feels that televising should be put into October budget .
		e.  Johnson feels that the two manholes should be coated now
		f.   Sanville reminded all that Southside Alliance Church also flows into the lines
		g.  All in favor of televising lines now
		h.  Sanville explained he takes a sample of flow regularly and that Otis Kiehl inspects twice a year
		air release valves
		i.  Gartman concerned about having a manual for maintenance for checkpoints and Sanville explains
		he does keep an O & M manual of records 
		j.  Johnson would like to get copies of testings to review
		k.  Quotes from Great Lakes and VisoSewer discussed and Sanville explained that Great Lakes would			combine our job with Sheboygan and that there that the Mobilization would be at no charge
Motion by Gartman to award televising to Great Lakes pending on approval of Terry Johnson and Tom Sanville to agree on reasonable date, (reminding that quotes is good till July 24, 2010), seconded by Senkbeil; motion carried with no nay votes or abstentions.

		m. Johnson would like to see agreement on discharging and to see if City is only doing certain sampling 		from Aldrich
		n.  Sanville asked for budgeting to give Commissioners life of lines, forces and pumps
		o.  Gartman feels maybe contingency fund to be changed to Maintenance/Repair/Replacement
		p.  Johnson advised AECOM will be issuing new contracts
